The image is also important as it
depicts the ancient naval warfare, Accord-
ing to the description of the Chandi Purana
the Goddess Durga and Mahisasura also
carried on fighting on water simulta-
heously.

The
artistic representation of the naval warfare
of those days in this sculpture is really an
cxeellent one.  The cight-handed image of
Durga has been found in great number
throughout Orissa; but I have not come
