Orissa’s vast natural resources are 'well
known. With a little over 4 per cent of _‘t‘l?c
geographic area of ll‘m country, Orissa
possesses 10 per cent of the w
of which not more than 1/10th havfa been
harnessed so far. The installed capa(.:lly fur
power generation is a very small fraction
of the estimated potential. Only 18 per cent
of the gross cropped area is irrigated
against 25 per cent for the country ag a
“;hole. Only about one-third of the villa ges
Is electrified. With one-thirg of the
country’s total reserves of iron-ore, 40 per
cent of manganese, 90 per cent of chromige
and virtually inexhaustible resources of
bauxite, dolomite, coal and mineral sands,
the total mineral production in the State is
hardly 5 per cent of the country in valye
terms.
